Tips for Work Samples in Architecture and the Arts     

Work samples can be a major factor in the admission process, so take care in preparation of your materials.  Could be a portfolio of slides of art work, video, film, cassette of music, OR sample of journalistic work, etc. Work samples often required for study in the arts or art-related fields as well as in communication and/or journalism.

The submitted work should be representative of your development, and, if possible, be relevant to the proposed field of study. Make sure that these samples best represent your creative ability.  Pay special attention to the quality of samples submitted.

Applicants should submit one set of samples clearly and individually labeled in English) with the candidate’s name and discipline applied for and title of work submitted. It should be accompanied by a list describing the works included in the set. Please retain your originals to duplicate copies if necessary.
Were you recommended as a finalist of the Fulbright Program, please be prepared to submit additional materials and appropriate portfolio materials to support your application in the different stages of the admissions process at US schools. Schools are very particular about requirements and may not review material if they do not adhere to the guidelines. 

Fulbright finalists - candidates in Arts - will be receiving emails from the Fulbright Office in Kyiv regarding their applications to particular Visual/Performing Arts programs. We will forward this information to you once your applications have been submitted to US schools.
