Dear Colleagues and Friends
of Fulbright Ukraine:

We are now at the crossroads of history.

In 2022 Ukrainian was heard for the first time at
the Nobel Peace Prize Ceremony as Ukrainian
human rights lawyer Oleksandra Matviichuk
delivered her award speech, Time to Take
Responsibility, upon receiving the Prize on
behalf of Center for Civil Liberties: “Ordinary
people have much more influence than they
think they do. Voices of millions of people from
different countries can change world history
faster than interventions of the UN.”

In 2018 Fulbright Ukraine celebrated its 25th
Anniversary.

This was a valuable moment to
reflect as a wider community of scholars, but
also practitioners, activists, and educational
and cultural institution-builders, about the
incredible achievements, challenges overcome,
and opportunities created over the course of
Fulbright's 25 year history in Ukraine. Nearly
1000 Alumni from the U.S. and 1000 from
Ukraine have become Fulbrighters. We have
taught countless students, embarked on
thousands of impactful projects, and grown

in our understanding and appreciation of the
diversity of each others’ unique cultures and
experiences. We continue the legacies of our
Fulbright family everyday.

In her Nobel speech, Matviichuk underlines
education as a key to global peace:

“This means that we need a new humanist
movement that would work with meanings,
educate people, build grass-root support and
engage people in the protection of rights
and freedoms. This movement should unite
intellectuals and activists from different countries,
because the ideas of freedom and human rights
are universal and have no state borders.

This will enable us to create a demand for
solutions and jointly overcome global challenges

— wars, inequality, attacks on privacy, rising
authoritarianism, climate change, etc. This way
we can make this world a safer place.”

It is with a significant sense of responsibility that
we remember Oleksandra Matviichuk’s inspiring
message and take it with us—recognizing
ourselves in her words and our work we do as
Fulbright educators, students, artists, journalists,
and others. We remain united in our resilience
and compassion.

Our Fulbright Ukraine community shares a
special task now. During this academic year
Americans will elect a new president and Ukraine
will continue bravely fighting for soveriegnty.
Democracy will be at the forefront of all of

our minds. As a thinking community we have

a special giftin knowing our history. We have
the chance now to stand for our beginnings

in 1946 while the world is remade today. We
have our knowledge to help us write, speak, act
and invent a future free of oppression, marked
instead by dignity.

Education | Advancing Students' Climate Literacy through the Satellite Image Data
Harvard Graduate School of Education, Cambridge, MA

Svitlana Babiichuk's research project aims to
develop students' understanding of the causes
and consequences of global climate change using
data and tools from satellite Earth observation.

Satellite data is a primary source of information,
free from propaganda and manipulation. Its

use in climate education therefore creates the
preconditions for the objectivity of the results
obtained. The modern world is undergoing rapid
change, with many things that were familiar 20
years ago losing their effectiveness and being
replaced by digital analogs. A vivid example is
the declining relevance of traditional paper maps
in our daily lives. Information technologies such
as remote sensing and geographic information
systems now give scientists access to research
opportunities that their predecessors could only
dream of a few decades ago. Satellite images
allow us to explore any part of the world from the
comfort of our own homes.

The tasks of the research project are as follows:

e Development of an educational program
for informal education based on the use of
Earth satellite monitoring data to study global
climate change and its impact on ecosystems
and social well-being.

e Creation of educational materials on the use of
Earth satellite monitoring data to study global
climate change using the examples of the
United States and the territory of Ukraine.

e Organizing a joint (USA - Ukraine) international
educational project - "Satellite Data and
Climate Literacy".

The researcher has been working on the issue of
implementation of remote sensing technologies in
informal school education in Ukraine for 12 years.
She holds a Ph.D. and a Doctor of Science degree
in pedagogy on this topic.

Svitlana Babiichuk is the head of the GIS and
Remote Sensing Laboratory at the National
Center «Junior Academy of Sciences of Ukraine,
providing scientific support to the network of GIS
and Remote Sensing Kids Clubs in each region of
Ukraine, where students have the opportunity to
receive free education in this field and scientific
support for their research. Svitlana's research
experience in the United States and personal
contacts will help improve both the level of the
projects and educational courses she is leading
and the quality of the educational process in

the regions of Ukraine where Kids Clubs and
Laboratories for the Implementation of Satellite
Earth Observation Technologies in the Educational
Process are operating.

The researcher will present the educational
program and educational materials at the
academic and methodological councils of the
National Academy of Pedagogical Sciences

of Ukraine, Mykhailo Drahomanov Ukrainian
State University, the National Center "'Junior
Academy of Sciences of Ukraine'" and at Harvard
University, where Svitlana Babiichuk will conduct
her research. The materials will be made freely
available on the Internet. The researcher will
prepare the educational program according to
the requirements and submit it to the relevant
commission to receive recommendations from
the Ministry of Education and Science of Ukraine
for its use in the educational process. The results
of the international educational project “Satellite
Data and Climate Literacy” will be published

in the social networks of the above-mentioned
organizations and in the form of scientific articles in
Ukrainian and American scientific journals.

Psychology | Psychoeducation for War-affected Adolescents in Ukraine:
Exploring Effective Mental Health Interventions in the U.S. Psychological

Services

Olena Blyzniukova's research project addresses
the current issue of psychoeducation for
adolescents that resonates globally, especially
in regions affected by armed conflicts and
humanitarian crises, such as Ukraine. The impact
of hostilities on the psychological well-being of
adolescents should not be underestimated, as
it destroys their lives, deprives their educational
opportunities, and leads to a number of
psychological problems, such as the acquisition
of traumatic experiences of refugees, anxiety,
depression, aggression, and post-traumatic
stress disorder. Investing in psychological
education for adolescents can have long-term
effects helping people lead healthier and more
fulfilling lives.

Blyzniukova explores the field of trauma-
focused counseling in a cross-cultural context
through connections with educational
organizations, emphasizing the importance

of introducing psychoeducation involving
students and parents in order to preserve
mental health, and the need to develop
evidence-based strategies to overcome the
psychological impact of trauma on adolescents.
Despite the fact that since the beginning of
the war professional interventions that provide
psychological assistance to adolescents
deserving of praise have been introduced, it

is clear that this issue remains unresolved in
Ukraine.

Having experience with psychology in the

USA (the scholar successfully completed the
Junior Faculty Development Program, 2000-
2001), the researcher notes the high quality of
psychological assistance provided in the field of
individual and group counseling for addressing
issues of personal, social, educational or crises in
adolescence.

Blyzniukova points out that conducting this
research in the United States is vital for several
reasons. Firstly, the U.S. offers access to extensive
academic resources, an array of research funding
opportunities and invaluable collaboration with
leading experts in the fields of psychology and
counseling, mental health, conflict study and
educational leadership. These resources will be
instrumental in conducting a comprehensive
study. Secondly, the U.S. offers a dynamic

and diverse research environment that will
significantly enhance the scope and depth of the
research.

The primary objective of the research project
can be summarized as follows: to develop

a strategy and implementation plan for the
psychoeducation program for adolescents
based on the analyses of existing approaches in
the USA and the assessment of their potential
effectiveness in the Ukrainian context. The
supportive objective is to gain insight into

the dynamic teaching experience in the U.S.
institutions of higher education, the use of
cutting-edge technologies, and the development
of educational leadership strategies.

These objectives will be achieved through the
following tasks:

e |dentification and evaluation of the effective
psychoeducational strategies that can be
adapted to meet the needs of adolescents
affected by the war in Ukraine. These strategies
will encompass interventions that foster
resilience, mitigate the impact of trauma and
enhance emotional regulation.

e Research on challenges and barriers in the
process of implementing strategies related to
ethical aspects, mentality peculiarities, cultural
sensitivity, and limited resources.

e Assessment of the impact of
psychoeducational programs on the mental
health and well-being of adolescents (social
support perception, improving coping strategies,
differentiation of post-traumatic stress reactions).

¢ Training school psychologists to work with
adolescents in the field of psychoeducational
interventions through professional development
courses.

¢ Dissemination and publication of research
materials in a scientometric database.

Special attention will be paid to establishing
and maintaining professional relationships
with American institutions aimed at initiating
resource-oriented partnerships. According

to Blyzniukova, the Fulbright Visiting Scholar
Program provides an opportunity to obtain a
unique experience that inspires to be involved
in the system of cutting-edge psychological
services and motivates to implement knowledge
and skills to make Ukrainian professional
psychological services more effective.

Oksana Boyarchuk's research project concerns
improving the diagnosis and care for patients
with inborn errors of immunity. Early detection
of primary immunodeficiencies is crucial

for preventing and treating complications.
However, in most countries, including Ukraine,
late and inadequate diagnosis of congenital
immunodeficiencies remains a significant
issue. Despite the implementation of an
expanded neonatal screening program that
includes screening for severe combined
immunodeficiencies (SCID), many problems
remain unresolved—from determining the
optimal pathway for newborns with SCID to
avoid infections to providing recommendations
for children with low levels of T- and
B-lymphocytes who do not meet SCID criteria.

Another aspect of Oksana Boyarchuk's project
is improving the diagnosis and treatment of
autoimmune manifestations of inborn errors
of immunity. For certain inborn errors of
immunity, autoimmune manifestations are

the main symptom. However, they can occur
with other immunodeficiencies, exacerbating
their severity, and immunosuppressive therapy
for autoimmune manifestations can worsen
immunodeficiency symptoms. Identifying
patients with typical rheumatological signs
against the background of congenital
immunodeficiency is extremely important.

Overall, the indications for screening patients
with autoimmune diseases for inborn errors

of immunity are quite broad, ranging from
patients with atypical severe rheumatological
diseases to practically all patients, making it
extremely important to identify target groups for
immunological and genetic testing. Furthermore,
understanding the interaction between inborn
errors of immunity and autoimmune diseases

in children is crucial for improving diagnosis,
treatment, and overall care for patients.

Thus, by focusing on newborn screening for
SCID and inborn errors of immunity in patients
with autoimmune manifestations, the project

aims to improve diagnosis, treatment, and
overall quality of life.

The specific objectives of Prof. Boyarchuk's

research project are:

* To study the key stages of diagnosing inborn

errors of immunity in the USA, from primary
care physicians to specialized departments.

¢ To investigate the pathway for newborns with a

positive SCID screening result.

¢ To identify potential risk groups for inborn

errors of immunity among patients diagnosed
with systemic and organ-specific autoimmune
diseases.

¢ To study advanced assistance practices

for children with inborn errors of immunity,
including those with autoimmune
manifestations.

¢ To develop diagnostic algorithms and care

strategies for patients with inborn errors of
immunity and autoimmune diseases.

Focusing on refining the cohort of patients

for comprehensive testing for inborn errors

of immunity is particularly important in the
context of limited healthcare resources in
Ukraine. Identifying specific markers that may
raise suspicion of inborn errors of immunity in
patients with autoimmune diseases will enable
clinicians to recommend additional examinations
for a smaller subgroup of patients.

The results of this research will significantly

contribute to the diagnosis, treatment, and
understanding of autoimmune diseases in
children with congenital immunity disorders,
promote the development of personalized
treatment strategies and approaches to early
intervention for better clinical outcomes. The
ultimate goal of the study is to improve the
quality of life for children with inborn errors of
immunity.

The experience gained from the research

and interaction with American scientists and
physicians will bring new ideas, encourage
new initiatives and the development of new
strategies in the field of pediatric immunology.

Nadiia Vasylieva's research project is aimed

at enriching Ukraine's scientific foundation

and improving the regulatory framework

for the practical implementation of the

latest technologies. The project is based on

the adaptation of the best U.S. practices to
accelerate the development of the digital
economy, which will contribute to the economic
reconstruction of Ukraine.

The project has the following objectives:

1) Conducting a comprehensive analysis of the
current state of technology transfer policies
and regulations in various sectors of the U.S.
economy.

2) Conducting an intensive analytical study
of selected cases that promote digital
transformation through technology transfer in
various industries.

3) Develop a basic structure of an effective
technology transfer ecosystem to strengthen
Ukraine's innovation reconstruction, as well as
a roadmap for its implementation.

4) Describe the results in the form of a
monograph, develop case studies, and
propose methodologies and metrics to assess
the effective implementation of policies and
regulations that accelerate technology transfer
with the conditions of sovereign IP.

5) Collecting enough educational materials and
cases to develop teaching aids for university
courses and trainings for business leaders.

Over the course of nine months, Nadiia Vasylieva
plans to study the main factors, models, rules,
regulations, and economic mechanisms of
technology transfer in the United States. Based
on the research, an initial roadmap will be
developed to implement an effective and
transparent technology transfer ecosystem in
Ukraine through the public sector and public-
private partnerships (PPPs). The researcher will
also use this opportunity to build a community
of scholars, policymakers, and industry leaders
from Ukraine and the United States to join forces
to rebuild Ukraine in areas of innovations and
digital economy using technology transfer.

As a result of the study, itis planned to
implement the findings in the government,
business, and educational sectors of Ukraine:

Public sector: Cooperation with the Ministry

of Digital Transformation of Ukraine to initiate
changes in the legislation on technology transfer
and participate in the development of the
innovation strategy.

Business sector: Working with Deeptech startups,
advising the Startup Foundation on technology
transfer in Ukraine, organizing open seminars,
policy workshops and conferences.

Education sector: Development of two

courses on digital economy for undergraduate
students and a course on commercialization of
innovations for master's students in cooperation
with the Ukrainian Catholic University. It is also
planned to create a separate course for scientists
on the implementation of technology transfer,
hold conferences and roundtables, and write

a monograph on the transition to the digital
economy as an innovation hub.

The results of the study will be summarized in

a final report that will include research findings,
insights, and recommendations.

Translation Studies | Ernest Hemingway’s War Narratives in Ukraine and the USA:

Reader Response in the Changing World

Ruslana Dovhanchyna's research project aims at
investigating Hemingway'’s war narratives in the
framework of translation and reception studies,
which can serve as a lens for the preeminent
concerns of our time such as war, trauma and
loss. The researcher, therefore, intends to trace
the possible effect that the current war has
produced on reading experience depending
on the participant’s country of origin, as well as
literary tradition, culture and ideology in Ukraine
and the USA. This research is sure to provide
fresh insights and a deeper understanding of
the audience reaction and interpretation of
Hemingway's war-related stories.

Hemingway's most significant writings were
compiled into a single comprehensive volume
Hemingway on War (2003). The collection, which
comprises Hemingway's war fiction, as well as
his journalism chronicles from his coverage

of the Greco-Turkish War of 1919-1922 to a
legendary early interview with Mussolini to his
jolting eyewitness account of the Allied invasion
of Normandy on June 6, 1944, has not been
translated in Ukrainian yet.

Considering the fact that war has become an
inseparable part of everyday reality in Ukraine
and that some publishing houses are planning
to increase the number of translations of war
literature, the study, therefore, can add to the
relatively under-developed strand of work
that seeks the convergence of translation

and receptions studies with cognitive
psychologically-based approaches to the
translation of war literature.

To conduct the experiment, the researcher
plans to develop a multicultural reception
approach. The research will involve analyzing
Hemingway's narrative techniques and making
up questionnaires and interview questions to
test reader response in Ukraine and the USA.
The proposed experimental-empirical approach
is expected to help outline the sociocultural
factors which need to be taken into account in
translating Hemingway's war narratives today.

The project can also assist in overcoming cultural
barriers, appealing to audiences from diverse
linguistic and cultural backgrounds, and opening
the door to cross-cultural appreciation of such a
universal theme as war.

The cooperation with American scholars is
expected to open up a number of new vistas

of analyzing the form and sense beyond words
proper. Moreover, the USA is home to many
primary sources related to Ernest Hemingway,
including manuscripts, letters, photographs,
and personal artifacts. Using the resources of
archives, museums, and libraries in the USA can
provide direct access to these materials, allowing
the researcher to gain a deeper understanding
of Hemingway'’s life and work.

The research will present particular interest

to Ukrainian publishing houses, practitioners,
scholars and students of foreign languages,
translation, linguistics, literary and cultural
studies, as well as interdisciplinary humanities.
Overall, exploring the roles of literature,
language and translation can contribute to

the cultivation of critical thinking within society,
particularly regarding the impact of war and its
aftermath.

Geology | Assessment of landslide hazards at regional and local scale

Olena lvanik's research project aims to develop
methods and approaches for predicting
landslide hazards at the regional and local
scales in order to assess risks and develop
preventive measures. Landslides are one of

the biggest geohazards in Ukraine and the
United States. Increasing resilience to landslide
hazards is a priority for governments and
national environmental agencies in these
countries due to the significant economic losses
and environmental impacts caused by these
processes.

The main objective of the project is to assess
landslide hazard based on monitoring, analysis,
and modeling of landslide processes using

an integrated approach. The assessment and
forecasting of landslide processes will be

based on the creation and analysis of a set of
geological, mathematical, and geoinformation
models and will involve two approaches. The
first approach is based on GIS and statistical
analysis of geo-environmental factors related

to the occurrence of landslides in the study
areas including the region in and around Kyiv,
fold belts in the Carpathians, and landslide-
prone areas of Cincinnati City, USA. The second
approach involves monitoring and deterministic
modeling of landslide processes for the purpose
of local forecasting using a set of remote sensing
data and geophysical methods. The result of the
assessment will be a prediction of the impact of
landslides on construction, transportation and
recreational infrastructure, as well as geohazard
zoning.

The anticipated outcomes of this project are
aimed at using the experience of American
colleagues (in particular, the University of
Cincinnati, U.S. Geological Survey, etc.) in

the landslide monitoring and analysis. The
main results of the conducted research will

be implemented within the framework of a
series of scientific publications in Ukrainian and
international journals as well as in the form of
practical recommendations for the Ukrainian

Geological Survey, State Emergency Service
of Ukraine, in particular, on landslide hazard
assessment methods.

Olena Ivanik plans to share with American
colleagues the experience of studying

landslides in different regions of the world (Alps,
Carpathians, Himalayas) and formulate proposals
on the principles of creating a National Landslide
Hazard Database and a strategy for informing
communities about potential geohazards. As

the Chair of the Geohazards Committee of the
European Association of Geoscientists and
Engineers (EAGE), Olena lvanik will present the
main results of the project to specialists working
on landslide issues.

The implementation of the research in

the educational sphere will result in the
development of lecture courses that will include
the latest approaches to geohazard assessment
and seminars with undergraduate and graduate
students of the University of Cincinnati.
Familiarity with the experience of American
colleagues, as well as the use of special
instrumental observations and geophysical
equipment will make it possible to implement
the developed methods for predicting
landslides within landslide-prone areas of
Ukraine and the United States (including within
the Cincinnati metro facilities). The obtained
results will be used in teaching certain courses
on general geology and geomorphology,
modeling of geological processes and structures,
as well as geological risks and hazards for
students and postgraduate students of the
Institute of Geology of Taras Shevchenko
National University of Kyiv.

The research Yevheniia Kononenko's project
concerns the study of everyday life in the USA
in the 50t- 60t years of the 20t century. The
timeframe under consideration coincides with
the period of naturalization in the United States
of the Ukrainian emigration of the so-called
second wave. Kononenko intends to study the
everyday life of those in the U.S. who crossed
the Atlantic Ocean after having endured several
years in Europe’'s WWII displaced persons
camps (DP Camps). Immediate family members
of these newly arrived immigrants who remained
in Soviet Ukraine inhabited another definition
of ordinary, everday life in the Soviet Union. This
was a time when close relatives on both sides
of the Iron Curtain could lose one another if not
forever, but for many years at a stretch.

The historical novel Kiev - New York - Kyiv will
speak about both populations: those who left
Ukraine and those who continued to live there.
Do members of the same family arrive at mutual
understanding, perhaps if they manage to meet
each other once again?

Writing such a novel is very important for
Ukraine. This is a new vision of the history of
Ukraine. When the citizens of the USA and

the USSR become heroes in the same novel

this presents quite an audacious approach to
history and one of dialogue between so-called
continental and diaspora Ukrainians—a dialogue
that has been active for more than thirty years.

The author Yevheniia Kononenko is familiar
with the everyday realities of both Soviet and
post-Soviet Ukraine because these realities have
shaped her own experience and the historical
experience of her own family. But the everyday
realities in the United States, particularly in the
initial years of the Second Wave of Ukrainian
immigration are largely unknown to the author.
Here not only the writer's imagination, but the
common experience and “ordinary” knowledge
of the epoch are essential to the shape of her
novel. Such information can be gained through
careful observation and deep study in the
archives of the Shevchenko Scientific Society
and in the New York Public Library. In addition,
interviews with the children and grandchildren
of Ukrainian displaced persons (DPs) from the
1940s will also illuminate the success of this book
project.

During the full-scale Russia-Ukraine war,
Ukrainian readers have become more interested
in the history of their country than ever before.
Questions and deeper exploration of the
development of Ukrainian identity throughout
prior difficult periods in history can provide

an invaluable response to the critical need for
mutual understanding and recognition between
our societies today.

Marketing | Population Behavior in the Field of Food Choices in the Context

of Health System Resilience Providing

Nataliia Letunovska's research is related to the
use of neurotechnologies in fostering greater
public awareness of healthy eating, stimulating
conscious consumer behavior, and increasing
public involvement into the marketing activities
of companies focused on the delivery and
production of products with regard to "healthy"
outcomes.

Nataliia Letunovska aims to find out overt and
hidden stimuli, which can, directly and indirectly,
influence people when choosing food products,
in particular in targeting categories and sectors
concerned with “healthy” choices. By using a
combination of in-depth interviews and analysis
of neuro instrumentation (study of behavioral
aspects of consumers when responding to static
and dynamic marketing messages such as eye-
tracking and GSR/EDA), she aims to make it
possible to determine those tools for promoting
healthy food that are most effective for specific
population clusters to further promote the idea of
developing a holistic individual in Ukraine, which
begins from the "inner" self, namely from what a
person consumes. This study will contribute to
forming a new generation of neuro-approaches to
marketing which seeks to convince consumers of
the importance of choosing healthy food in their
daily diet.

This study aims to respond to the increase in the
mortality rate of the population of Ukraine due

to diseases of the cardiovascular system, the
leading causes of which are unhealthy behavior
and the consumption of a large amount of ultra-
processed food. Since the issue of compliance
with the principles of healthy consumption is also
relevant for the USA (here, as in Ukraine, they seek
to curb the explosion of chronic diseases caused,
among other things, by excessive consumption
of unhealthy food), it is crucial for the researcher
to compare the national approaches of the two
countries in the spread of the idea of compliance
with healthy eating habits. The tasks of the
research are to determine the advantages and
disadvantages of both countries in promoting
the ideology components behind nutritious food,

to find examples of practical cases in the USA
regarding the issue of the impact of the post-Covid
situation on the marketing of healthy food, the
baby food market, etc., to understand how health
food brands can succeed in times of uncertainty,
which underlines a new concept of economic
development, BANI, which replaced the previous
one - VUCA.

Cooperation with representatives of U.S. behavioral
laboratories and familiarization with the opinions
of scientists, students, and practitioners will result
in invaluable takeaways that can be implemented
in Ukraine. In addition, gaining experience in

the practical applications of laboratory research
technologies at Pennsylvania State University will
provide an opportunity to implement the acquired

knowledge for developing the behavioral laboratory

at Sumy State University and the direction of
neuromarketing research in Ukraine.

The expected results of this project are also aimed
at the activity of healthy food manufacturers

in Ukraine; in particular, a wide range of such
manufacturers is available in the Sumy region

and needs active promotion among the region's
population and at the national level. In the long
term, the research results will contribute to
inoculating the resilience of the health care system
in Ukraine against various threat factors, especially
those of an epidemiological nature. The main
results of the research will be published in scientific
journals. Certain aspects of the scientific work will
be implemented in the educational process in the
form of a lecture course developed for doctoral
candidates, "Neuroscience in Marketing," at Sumy
State University, which will introduce the latest
approaches to the analysis of consumer behavior
using neuro instrumentation.

The experience gained during the implementation
of this research project will serve to disseminate
initiatives related to the development of a healthy
economy in Ukraine. Outcomes will increase both
technical skill and advocacy for the most effective
methods by which to promote health product
producers on the market along with ensuring
healthy values across the country.

Civics | Promoting Civic Reflection: Strategies for Mitigating Social Tensions
in Post-War Ukraine — Insights from US Dialogue Practices

Professor Yuriy Petrushenko aims to develop
approaches to using the “civic reflection method”
in order to reduce social tensions in Ukrainian
post-war society and foster a favorable civic
environment for Ukraine's post-war recovery.

Civic reflection is a guided method of
conversation and dialogue developed in the
United States in the 1990s. Civic reflection aims
to support individual and group understandings
of how and why people participate in public life
and what they might do together to improve
society. Today, community mediation groups,
national programs such as AmeriCorps, and
educators nationwide use civic reflection to
discuss social problems (economic, cultural,
post-traumatic, etc.) and encourage civic
participation.

Civic reflection is based on interdisciplinary
research in the humanities and social

sciences, particularly the theory of democratic
development, transformative learning, and
social psychology. Civic reflection aims to create
dialogue, connections, mutual understanding,
self-reflection, and learning within and among
participants in a collective conversation. In
times of political and social tension, civic
reflection is an innovative technique for finding
common ground, respecting differences, and
encouraging people to consider their civic
obligations. As a conversation model, civic
reflection uses a common source (resonant and
relevant poetry and prose texts, images, videos,
and music) and aims to help groups understand
important issues in their lives. The most popular
among the facilitators of this method is the use
of poetry and photography. Using images and
text, facilitators guide participants in creating

a space for collective discussions, dialogue,
and shared understandings of each other and
themselves.

In 2018, the University of Salisbury (Maryland),
based on the Institute for Public Affairs and Civic
Engagement (PACE), established the National
Center for Civic Reflection, which is a powerful

national resource designed to help people
develop meaningful civic discussions about
solving social problems. Today, the Center offers
facilitation services and trainings on reflection
moderation, as well as maintains a national
catalog of civic reflection resources (Center for
Civic Reflection, Salisbury University).

The Centers for Civic Reflection at Salisbury
University have prepared trainers worldwide
to help solve social problems in a wide range
of communities and organizations for the
international dissemination of applying civic
reflection. Currently, the Center for Civic
Reflection has had its representatives in 42
countries. The next country should be Ukraine.

Yuriy Petrushenko's research task is to study

the experience and practice of applying the
method of civic reflection in the United States
and to develop special tools for its use to
reduce social tension between different social
groups in Ukraine during the war and in post-
war society. He plans to test the method of civic
reflection on the basis of the Center for Adult
Education "Education for Life" at Sumy State
University and develop recommendations for its
use by civil society institutions and educational
organizations across all of Ukraine.
