Yana Buchatska’s project aims to create a
database of prompt and adaptable architectural
solutions for rebuilding after wars and natural
disasters. The natural calamities happening
around the world and, first and foremost, the
ongoing war in Ukraine call for urgent actions in
the field of architecture and urban planning.

The research is focused on collecting adaptive
and flexible architectural solutions from the
worldwide experience that can be applied, in
particular, to the post-war reconstruction of
Ukraine as well as other sites across the world.
The potential of such a database is enormous—
although a lot of studies and solutions in

the field of adaptability and flexibility have
been developed, there is still a lack of tools
and software programs to generate possible
solutions for each need.

The research methodology is to collect
prominent examples of adaptable and flexible
architectural systems according to various
functions, applicable types, contexts, scale,
and materials as well as create their analytical
profiles based on the following sectors: a place
to live, a place to work, and a place to gather.

Conducting this research at the Massachusetts
Institute of Technology (MIT) will help to
develop the most effective data analysis
methodology and implement it within the
project. After obtaining a worthwhile experience
at MIT and elaborating the project, the

author will consider teaming up with various
institutions for further development and
implementation of the project findings in the
architectural and urban development sector of
Ukraine.

Education | Development of Homeschooling in USA

With the onset of the COVID-19 pandemic, and
later due to russia’s full-scale invasion of Ukraine,
which has caused significant destruction of the
educational infrastructure and inability to ensure
appropriate safety conditions for education

of students, there has been an urgent need to
use the forms and methods of education that
are more relevant to the current reality on the
ground. Parents of Ukrainian students have been
increasingly inclined to choose alternative forms
of education for their children. According to
official Ukrainian statistics, in recent years there
has been a rise in the number of children whose
parents chose home (family) schooling for them.

Home (family) schooling is legally regulated

in Ukraine and belongs to individual forms of
education, which also include externships and
pedagogical patronage. Receiving education

in the home (family) format is a relatively new
practice for Ukraine; however, homeschooling
has a long history in other countries—for example,
in the USA it was introduced as early as the 1970s.

The organization of education in homeschooling
conditions requires more effort from parents
than, for example, does distance education. In
the homeschooling process, parents play not
only their traditional role but also the role of a
teacher for their children. Therefore, this study
of the philosophical foundations of American
pedagogy and the experience of American
families and homeschooling graduates will
become important empirical material for

the development of approaches, principles
and methods of home (family) education in
Ukraine. The results of surveys and interviews
with American respondents will contribute

to the understanding of how the process of
homeschooling is organized in the United
States.

The reasons for choosing home (family)
education in Ukraine resonate with the motives
for implementing homeschooling in American
families; however, an important goal of this
research is also to develop quality approaches
to the organization of home (family) education in
those Ukrainian families where the russia-Ukraine
war has been the main reason for choosing this
form of education.

One of the many essential aspects of the home
(family) form of education is socialization of
children and the exploration of the American
experience in creating extracurricular centers
for communication and socialization of
homeschoolers. Furthermore, the study of

the American experience in implementing
knowledge assessment mechanisms for
homeschoolers will enable the researcher to
develop methodological recommendations
for the creation of knowledge assessment
requirements and methods for homeschoolers in
Ukraine.

The findings of this research will be integrated
into curricula and syllabi for pedagogical
specialties in Ukraine and tested in the
researcher’s doctoral dissertation Development
of Homeschooling in the USA. In addition, the
findings will be published in domestic and
international scientific journals and presented
at academic pedagogical conferences and
seminars. Based on the research results, the
author plans to conduct seminars, consultations,
and meetings with parents of homeschoolers
as well as develop methodological
recommendations for the implementation

of home (family) education in families with
homeschoolers. These recommendations will
help to optimize the homeschooling process in
Ukraine both for students and their parents.

Veronika Zinchenko is a Ukrainian musicologist,
theater expert, and music critic who has been
actively promoting Ukrainian musical culture
both in Ukraine and abroad for the last several
years. She is an author of numerous scientific
and popular articles, a consultant and manager
of art projects, and a speaker at various scientific
forums and conferences.

Veronika's research interests are centered on
modern Ukrainian ballet, a topic that remains
relatively unexplored both within Ukraine and
internationally. As a vital component of national
culture, modern Ukrainian ballet is currently
undergoing a complex process of re-evaluation
and renewal. Traditionally associated with
classical forms, ballet in Ukraine today is being
redefined through its interaction with digital
technologies, thus allowing artists to experiment
and explore new modes of expression.

This project aims to investigate the evolving
dimensions of intonation and sound within
modern Ukrainian ballet while challenging
conventional perceptions of the genre. Studying
the sound landscape in contemporary Ukrainian
ballet is both fascinating and essential. It involves
a blend of new and classical approaches to
music creation, thus rendering traditional
methods of analyzing classical-romantic ballet
scores increasingly insufficient. Modern ballet
compositions frequently integrate acoustic
sounds with electronic elements or are entirely
crafted using various computer programs.

Within this project, the researcher is applying
American analytical methodologies to examining
the soundscapes of modern Ukrainian ballet
compositions. The findings of her research

will be compiled into a bilingual study

guide designed for students of educational
institutions specializing in the arts. Furthermore,
this project will help introduce the music of
contemporary Ukrainian ballet composers to the
international scholarly community, thus fostering
popularization of Ukrainian music and theater
arts and enhancing cultural exchange between
Ukraine andthe United States.

Education | American Experience in Development and Implementation
of Emotional Intelligence Programs in Secondary Schools

For Ukrainian students, being able to identify,
understand, and manage their emotions has
become especially important in the past several
years. In-person communication restrictions
introduced in connection with COVID-19 have
turned into various limitations related to russia’s
unprovoked full-scale invasion of Ukraine. Thus,
the continuous negative impact on the emotional
state of students has been gaining momentum
over the last five years.

The New Ukrainian School educational
framework places a significant emphasis on the
development of students' emotional intelligence.
This means that teachers are expected to

teach children the skill of using their emotional
intelligence to help themselves and others cope
with stress, analyze emotions, and act rationally,
as the ability to manage one's emotions
improves the quality of life and helps achieve
success.

This study examines the American experience

in the successful use of programs for the
development of emotional intelligence in
students. The research focuses on the analysis of
the implementation of the emotional intelligence
component in secondary schools across the
United States. It is expected that the findings

of this research will help improve a respective
model program designed for implementation in
Ukrainian schools.

The objective of this research project is threefold:

e Study the American experience in the
development and implementation of
emotional intelligence (or socio-emotional)
programs among secondary school students,
analyze various educational methods and
strategies for teaching emotional intelligence
and, based on the collected data, rethink the
traditional approach to conducting a lesson
in order to include elements of emotional
intelligence in such a way that they are truly
interesting and useful for students.

e Considering all the experience gained during
the research, improve the model curriculum
for learning foreign languages in grades 5-9
and create a teacher development course
where instructors would be taught how to
incorporate emotional intelligence into the
structure of the lesson while adapting specific
assignments to the realities of Ukrainian life.

e Write a handbook for Ukrainian secondary
school teachers, which would be the first
extensive, substantial, and systematic
collection of various assignments, classified
by topics and years of study, focusing
on incorporating elements of emotional
intelligence into English language lessons.

The findings of this research, conducted in

U.S. academic institutions, will enrich Ukrainian
teachers with the experience of successful
practical application of assignments aimed at
the development of emotional intelligence

in secondary school students. The research
outcomes will contribute to improving the
emotional state of students and their self-
confidence. As a result, having gone through
emotional intelligence development programs
at school, students will grow up as resilient and
self-aware individuals who understand their
emotions and are able to manage them well.
Such programs will help students develop as
self-sufficient, stress-resistant, and self-confident
leaders showing empathy for other people.

Information and Library Science | Creating Digital Archives of Folklore in Ukraine:
Sustainable Approach to Preserving Cultural Heritage

Svitlana Konovalova's project focuses on
developing a comprehensive methodology for
creating digital archives of musical folklore in
Ukraine. By analyzing international experience
and adapting it to the local socio-economic and
cultural context, the researcher aims to preserve
and promote Ukraine's intangible heritage using
modern digital tools.

In recent decades, the digitization of cultural
heritage, particularly intangible heritage, has
garnered significant attention from scholars,
government officials, and cultural activists. The
rapid development of information technologies
and large-scale socio-cultural changes worldwide
have prompted a search for new approaches.
Today, digitization not only addresses the issue of
material preservation, which is critically important

for Ukraine in the context of the russia-Ukraine
war, but also fuels interest in the cultural heritage
of communities, contributes to the development
of the creative sector of the economy, and aids in
overcoming the crisis of national identity.

Currently, folklore archives and collections in
Ukraine can be found in educational institutions,
research centers, cultural hubs, and in private
ownership. They are primarily based on
expedition audio recordings from the second
half of the 20th century to the early 21st century.
Accurately assessing the scope and content of
these collections is a challenging task, as a vast
amount of folklore material remains undigitized
and unpublished, which, among other things,
prevents its broad use and raises concerns about
its preservation.

In the absence of stable funding and targeted
state programs, the process of digitizing folklore
heritage and building digital archives is taking
place spontaneously, mainly in the form of
grassroots initiatives. A common feature of most
of these initiatives is the lack of a stable team and
resources to support the product in the long term,
as well as significant variability in approaches

to classification and attribution. All these factors
complicate and impede the use of the archives.

In this situation, it is crucial to find a sustainable
solution for creating digital archives based on the
use of best practices and previous developments,
with the ability to quickly implement, scale, and
integrate these initiatives into a network. At
Indiana University, Svitlana is studying innovative
approaches to archiving. Her research combines
a comprehensive review of existing models

with the exploration of successful case studies,
ultimately aiming to develop a methodology for
digitizing and preserving folklore materials in
Ukraine.

The scientific work of Olha Matiushyna, a PhD
student at the Department of International Law,
Taras Shevchenko National University of Kyiv, is
focused on the study of the international legal
regulation of cooperation between countries
in combatting climate change within the
framework of the EU and its partners under the
Paris Agreement. The aim is to synchronize and
streamline the international legal framework

in the field of climate law. International legal
regulation of activities related to the impact on
the climate is a priority area in the conditions
of global warming. At the same time, it is
important not to lose focus on ensuring justice
in developing mechanisms for compensation
of environmental damages and greenhouse
gas emissions caused by armed aggression,
and prosecution for environmental crimes
committed during military conflicts.

The international community has increasingly
included the issue of climate change in its
agenda—in particular, the discussion of both
the Paris Agreement signatory countries’
national contributions to the fight against
global warming and the specific action plans
for all participating countries to achieve carbon
neutrality. The anthropogenic impact on the
warming of the Earth's climate system is obvious,
and the more humankind provokes ‘glitches’

in the planet’s climate, the higher the risk of
widespread and irreversible consequences.

The risk of exacerbation of the climate crisis

is included in the top five threats to the world,

in large part also due to russia’s ongoing war

on Ukraine. Many European countries have
expressed concerns about achieving the climate
goals because of the increased use of nuclear
energy, coal mining, and oil and gas exploration
driven by the desire to reduce dependency on
russian hydrocarbons. This has sparked criticism
pointing to the use of the war as an excuse

to slow down the implementation of green
policies. At the same time, the United States,
having joined the Paris Agreement and declared
solidarity in achieving the global climate goals,

follows entirely different internal legislative
mechanisms and respective action plans to
address the problems of global warming.

Within the framework of her Fulbright
scholarship, Olha is researching the U.S. climate
policy and sharing with her American colleagues
and students her own research findings on

the climate policy of the European Union, the
EU candidate states and, in particular, Ukraine,
which has become an environmental disaster
site because of the russian armed aggression.
At the same time, Olha's academic experience
in the United States will be valuable not only
for further development of her doctoral thesis
but also for dissemination among Ukrainian
students and colleagues.

Law | Criminal Liability and Prevention of Human Trafficking:

Implementation of U.S. Experience in Ukraine

With the onset of russia's full-scale invasion
of Ukraine, the problem of human trafficking
became extremely urgent as millions of
Ukrainian women refugees became potential

victims of trafficking in Europe. Recent reports of

international organizations have noted the need
for Ukraine to pay additional attention to the
fight against human trafficking and the actual
prosecution of perpetrators, as this is the real
ingdicator of combatting this crime. However,
most cases of human trafficking during the war
are identified under another article of Ukraine’s
Criminal Code, namely as a violation of the laws
and customs of war.

The United States is the world leader in
combatting human trafficking and has unique
practical experience in countering sexual and
labor exploitation in Florida, California, and
New York. Back in 2000, the U.S. Congress

was the first in the world to pass the Victims of
Trafficking and Violence Protection Act, which
not only criminalized human trafficking but also
developed a system of support for its victims.
The United States has many theoretical and
practical examples of effective struggle against
human trafficking, which is why special attention
in this study is paid to examining the current
legislation of various U.S. states defining the
concept and forms of human trafficking as well
as practical application of the law in various
cases using professional scientific works in this
field.

The goal of Vita Musatenko's research project is
to conduct a comprehensive study and analysis
of criminal liability for human trafficking and
mechanisms for combatting this crime based on
the provisions of the criminal codes and other
U.S. legislation for further implementation in
Ukraine. According to the goal of the study, the
following objectives are set:
e study the evolution of criminal liability for
human trafficking in the U.S;
e examine the prerequisites for prevention,
countermeasures, and criminal liability for
human trafficking in the U.S;

e analyze investigative, judicial, and scientific
practice in issues of criminal responsibility for
human trafficking under U.S. law;

e study the evolution of modern terminology

used in current U.S. legislation;

investigate the composition of the crime of

human trafficking in current U.S. legislation;

e examine the understanding and application
of the law regarding countermeasures and
responsibility for human trafficking for possible
implementation of the U.S. experience in
Ukraine;

® based on the U.S. experience, formulate
proposals for improving the provision on
liability for human trafficking in Ukrainian
legislation.

The object of the study is human trafficking as

a criminal offense, its nature and essence, as
well as legal and practical forms of combatting
it. The subject of the research is the criminal
provisions of the U.S. legislation establishing
liability for human trafficking. The identified
countermeasures and mechanisms to administer

justice for the crime of human trafficking can

be subsequently implemented in Ukraine to
improve its law enforcement capacity.

The research is conducted using the following

methods of scientific inquiry: historical, logical-
grammatical (to identify specific provisions of
the U.S. and Ukrainian criminal legislations),
analytical (to substantiate, prove, or refute
various scientific views), comparative-legal

(to compare U.S. and Ukrainian criminal
legislation provisions), and statistical (to analyze
various data and reports on combatting and
prosecution for the crime of human trafficking).

The outcomes of the project will be used to

analyze, adapt, and implement in Ukraine
the experience of American colleagues in
combatting human trafficking and bringing
perpetrators to justice.

Unlike many other European countries, Ukraine
does not have a national health workforce
register. The absence of such a register
complicates understanding the implications

of current and future trends in supply and
demand for healthcare workers. Presently,

low transparency and accountability of the
healthcare cadres do not allow for levelling out
the imbalances in medical personnel density
and workload. From this perspective, fulfilling
the obligations set forth by the WHO Global
Strategy on Human Resources for Health:
Workforce 2030 seems unrealistic for Ukraine
both during and after the ongoing war.

In contrast to the Ukrainian health workforce
management approach, the U.S. model is
based on relevant research centers that provide
their technical and informational support to

the medical personnel planning process. This
enables up-to-date local and nationwide
analysis of workforce needs. The results of such
analysis form the foundation of the national and
local health workforce development policies.

As an outcome of her research project, Kateryna

Ostrovska aims to propose a range of practical

solutions to address the problematic areas of

health workforce management in Ukraine. To

this end, the researcher is focusing on the

following aspects of health human resources

development in the United Sates:

* health personnel life cycle;

* health workforce data collection, analysis, and
dissemination;

* health workforce planning in the short and
long term;

e instruments for medical personnel attraction
and retention;

* health workforce policymaking.

Collaboration with the academic community

of the Philip R. Lee Institute for Health Policy
Studies at the University of California will
facilitate the accomplishment of the research
objectives. The researcher is especially looking
forward to establishing a productive partnership
with Professor Joanne Spetz, an internationally
recognized expert in nursing personnel
planning.

Political Science | Impact of Local Self-Government Reform on Relations

between Different Levels of Government in Ukraine

The long-awaited local self-government (LSG)
reform in Ukraine (commonly referred to as the
‘decentralization’ reform) is hailed by many as
one of the most successful initiatives undertaken
by the Ukrainian government since the country's
independence in 1991. Launched in 2014, the
reform has continued to unfold, albeit at a
different pace, during russia’s ongoing full-scale
invasion of Ukraine.

The Ukrainian LSG reform was designed

to move forward in three dimensions:
administrative, fiscal, and political (underpinned
by the territorial changes at the local and
sub-regional (rayon) levels). The fiscal reform

has resulted in a substantial redistribution

of budget revenues between the central

and the local governments. Municipalities

have secured broader responsibilities in the
spheres of education and management of
communal property and land. Many experts
also acknowledge the important role that the
LSG reform has played in ensuring the country's
greater resilience during the full-scale invasion.

In her research project, Mariana Semenyshyn

is focusing on the political dimension of the

Ukrainian local self-government reform. She

is exploring the effect the LSG reform has had

so far on the inter-governmental relations in

Ukraine. The fact that the country is continuing

to pursue this dimension of the reform during

the full-scale war is an interesting phenomenon
that raises the following questions to be
researched:

* How has administrative and fiscal
decentralization influenced the redistribution
of authority between the local and central
governments?

e What is the institutional setup enabling and
sustaining this redistribution? What institutions
have been established in response to the
changing situation? What strategies have both
the LSG and the central authorities used?

e How should these changes be reflected in the
future policymaking on the decentralization
reform in Ukraine?

By answering these questions, the researcher
aims to contribute to the academic discourse

in this area by arguing that Ukraine constitutes
a special case of LSG reforms among countries
with transition economies and developing
countries. Mariana is taking an active partin the
ongoing debate on the political dimension of
the LSG reform by developing concrete policy
recommendations that can be applied in the
Ukrainian context.
