Study Fully Funded at an American University: Mission Possible

The Fulbright scholarship is one of the most
prestigious in the world and provides an
opportunity to get an education in the United
States fully funded by U.S. Department of
State, supported by Congress and paid by
the American people. What is this scholarship
and how do you apply for it? Which university
can you get into? And most importantly, how
can you increase your chances of success in
this process? Anna Smolko, Media Manager
of Osvitoriya.Media and currently a Fulbright
grantee studying for a master's degree at
Michigan State University, shares her thoughts
below.

It is no secret that U.S. universities offer a
high-quality education; at the same time, it is
expensive, even for Americans. Tuition fees
range from tens to hundreds of thousands of
dollars and do not include accommodation or

meals. For these and many other reasons, most
individuals in the U.S. must save for college
from an early age or take out student loans at

a young age. But there is good news for both
Ukrainians and Americans: the U.S. government
often gives study grants to students from all
over the world to study and research in the U.S.,
and for Americans to do the same around the
globe, including in Ukraine. One of such largest
opportunities is the Fulbright Student Program,
which allows students from 160 countries to
earn a master's degree in the United States, fully
funded by the U.S. Department of State.

Master's Degree and Beyond:
Fulbright Scholarship

The Fulbright Scholarship Program has been
funded by the U.S. government since 1946 and
aims to improve international relations through
the exchange of knowledge, ideas, and culture.
Fulbright covers not only tuition fees, but also
room and board, visa costs, and travel expenses.
In many countries Fulbright is a commission,
which is binationally funded by the U.S. and
other governments. Universities in the U.S. and
around the world also contribute funds to the
Fulbright program. Both undergraduate and
graduate students as well as university faculty
can apply, and in many countries, including
Ukraine, professionals, artists, researchers, NGO
leaders, and others are also welcome to submit
their proposals. Fulbright Ukraine also has a
special program for research (Fulbright Research
and Development Program), which is accepting
applications now.

To study for a master's degree, you should apply
for the Fulbright Graduate Student Program. Its
great advantage is the opportunity to obtain

a graduate degree, which many exchange
programs simply do not provide. The application
process for this program is discussed below.

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How to Achieve a Fulbright for a Master's Degree: Step-by-Step Instructions

Step 1. Submitting an Application

The Fulbright Graduate Student Program is
currently open to citizens of Ukraine who

have at least a bachelor's degree. The list of
academic fields is available on the program'’s
website, and you can even receive funding for a
master's degree in an area that differs from that
of your bachelor's degree, provided you have
experience in your new field. The application
must be submitted by May 16 of the previous
year. That is, if you want to start your studies

in September 2026, you need to submit your
documents in May 2025. The application itself is
submitted online and is quite extensive, so you
should start preparing in advance.

The package of documents includes:

* a completed application form;

e a CV (resume),

e three letters of recommendation from people
who know you well and can attest to your
achievements;

* two essays: Study Objectives and Personal
Statement;

* (optional) a list of programs and universities
where you would like to study.

The two essays, Study Objectives and Personal
Statement, are the main part of the application
package. The first one helps to understand what
exactly you plan to study and how it relates

to your previous education and career. In the
second essay, you must show yourself as a
person and demonstrate your motivation to
study in the United States.

Tip: The application form is quite long and
takes a lot of time to complete, so do not try to
fill it out on the final day before the deadline.
Think carefully about whom you could ask for
letters of recommendation: these people could
be your supervisors, colleagues, teachers, or
volunteer project coordinators. It is important
to demonstrate not only your academic/
professional achievements, but also your ability
to be a cultural ambassador of Ukraine in the
United States. And most importantly, think
carefully about your essays, because it is your
learning goals that will determine the outcome
of the entire selection process for you. And

if at this stage you do not know any specific
programs/universities, it is okay. The main thing
is to clearly outline your area of interest and how
it correlates with your experience.

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Step 2. Interview

If your application passes the first selection
round, you will be invited to an online interview
in the fall. The interview is conducted in English
by a panel of American and Ukrainian experts.
The interview lasts about 20-30 minutes and
may include a variety of questions about your
experience, motivation, and future plans.

Tip: Read the available questions online and
prepare your answers in advance. But be ready
for unexpected and very specific questions that
relate to your interests (back to point 1). The
main thing is to have a good understanding of
why your particular area of interest is important
to you and how it relates to your career goals—
then there will be no problems.

Step 3. TOEFL and GRE Tests

If your interview results are successful, you will
be invited to take two exams in the fall: TOEFL
and GRE.

TOEFL tests your English language proficiency.
Fulbright pays for this exam, and even for

the retakes if necessary. A score of 80 points

is considered acceptable, but for good
universities it is better to score 100-110 to
increase your chances of admission. By the
way, candidates with low scores are not really
allowed to participate in the competition any
further (even if you have already become a
finalist or an alternate finalist). Since the exam
results are valid for two years, you can submit
your previous score if you have taken the test
before. You can definitely take the exam at an
authorized TOEFL testing center abroad. You
need to check if this is possible in Ukraine at the
moment. But in any case, you can also take the
test online at home.

GRE is an exam for admission to a master's
program that tests an applicant’s writing skills,
verbal ability, and analytical thinking. It is
especially important to do well on the sections
that relate to your specialization. For example,
verbal reasoning is a priority for humanities
majors, while quantitative reasoning is a priority
for engineering majors. The test is quite difficult,
so you won't do well without preparation.

Tip: TOEFL is a must-have, and you need to
study for it very seriously. Failure to pass this
test may result in your withdrawal from the
program even at this advanced stage. GRE is

also worth paying enough attention to, but even
with low scores, some American universities and
Fulbright Program representatives may allow
you to move on quite painlessly.

Step 4. Choosing a University

Along with the exams, you will be offered a

list of universities and programs to which
applications will be submitted on your behalf.
The list includes the universities that you
suggested during the application process (if
you didn't, this is the time to add your own if
you have any suggestions). You can also simply
agree with what the Fulbright Program offers
you. This list will be based on your learning
goals that you included in your application form.
Once you agree on the list at the end of the fall,
you will not be able to influence the choice of
your university in the future.

3
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Then the waiting period begins: your
applications are submitted to the selected
universities and programs without your
participation, this is done by the Institute of
International Education/Fulbright Program in the
United States. You will find out which university
you will go to in April or May of the following
year. And the most important thing is that
Fulbright will choose the university for you(!).
You can influence this choice only at the stage
of suggesting four programs in November, and
then that's it. Also, you will not be told whether
you have been accepted to other selected
universities.

Tip: Programs can be either for one or two
years. The number of credits per semester

will also vary—all this should be carefully
considered at the stage of university offers.
Read the programs of each proposed university
carefully.

Step 5. Agreement and
Visa Application

The last step is to sign the TOA and obtain

a J-1 visa. TOA is the Terms of Agreement.
This is essentially a contract that spells out all
the terms of the program: the stipend, other
payments, your rights and obligations. You will
also need to have your family doctor complete
an English-language medical form for you (or
translate it from Ukrainian). Next, you will need

to obtain the DS-2019 form and the visa itself.
Most likely, this can be done in Kyiv with a special
admission to the U.S. Embassy (currently closed
to general visitors).

Tip: Be prepared for large volumes of documents
and many deadlines. The fact that you are

receiving a grant from the U.S. government does
not make the visa application process any easier.

And most importantly,
who can receive such a scholarship?

Anyone. The most erroneous assumption is that
such scholarships are awarded only to incredibly
smart or talented people. From my observations,
most often these are persistent people who
gradually move towards their goal and do

not get discouraged by the first/second/third
rejection. Therefore, if you meet the program
requirements, complete the application form
correctly, and generally lead a proactive social
life, your chances are very high.

The entire scholarship application process

takes a year and a half. And only after that you
can actually go to study, which is a completely
different stage. You can find more details about
the application process, as well as information
on how the U.S. education system is structured
and the differences between higher education in
Ukraine and the United States, in the blog

For
example, during the first two weeks, we had an
opportunity to invite two faculty members of our
choice for coffee (at the department’s expense)
and chat informally. | invited my academic
advisor and, remembering that | had once
mentioned pastries from a café downtown, she
went there early in the morning and brought
some to our meeting!

In the USA, there is the phrase “Minnesota nice”,
a cultural stereotype of sorts describing the
communication style and values of the people
from this region. Be prepared that if you ask a
nice lady for directions to a bank, she might just
drive you there! And then she might even send
you contacts of people who can help you with
your issue.
